The paper reveals that economic potentials of Mudarabah and how
it ensures equitable distribution of wealth can lead to economic development which is a
direct opposite of economic recession.Proper positive usage of Muharabah is among best
ways that facilitate economic development and averting recession in Nigeria. The paper
recommends that each market in kano state should have Islamic council chamber well
equipped with scholars where modus operandi of conducting Mudaraba should be
adequately treated.
